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FROM THE RABBI

Why havenõt we started our regular class schedule yet?  Why 

arenõt the kids on their regular routine yet?  Why hasnõt the 

landlord come to fix the drain pipe in our apartment yet?  

Why hasnõt the bank reconciled my account and re - ordered 

the correct checks yet?  

The year my family lived in Israel, the answer we received in 

response to these questions was: òacharei ha - chagim ñafter  

the holidays.ó  School for kids in Israel officially begins on 

September 1, but field trips, parent conferences, meetings, 

and even play dates are postponed until after the holidays.  

Even things that seem to be unaffected by religious 

observance (like banking) somehow all are subject to the 

holiday cycle.  Everyone is ju st too busy to think about 

anything else until after the holidays, which means after 

Rosh Hashana h, Yom Kippur, Sukkot , and Simchat Torah . 

Now that I am deep into my first High Holy Day season as a 

congregational Rabbi, I have a whole new appreciation for 

that phrase.  For two months, most of my efforts have 

focused on preparations for the holidays and the beginning 

of a new school year of religious education for the children.  

I have put off things that I should have been doing.  But, 

now that our busy sea son is coming to a close, it is time to 

get to that list of things that I have been putting off.  I 

invite you to join me in tackling your own list.  

I am referring in particular to our spiritual To - Do List.  Now 

that we are in a new year, what direction wi ll our spiritual 

growth take?  How can we approach those spiritual tasks 

that we have been avoiding?  Here are some suggestions:  

Join the Etz Rimon community for a Shabbat  service.  

Whether a Friday night, Saturday morning, or both, 

come to be with friends , sing, reflect, and immerse 

yourself in prayer.  Try not to worry about what you 

know or donõt know.  Just come.  Make a community 

Shabbat  experience part of your routine.  

Make a commitment to celebrate Shabbat  at home.  Even 

if you donõt come to a service, do one thing to 

enhance your Shabbat  observance at home.  Light 

candles, share a meal as a family, turn off the TV and 

cell phones, and take the time to enjoy each otherõs 

company.  Reflect on the week you just had, and 

express your hopes for the week t o come.  Let the 

people around your table know how grateful you are 

to have them in your life.  If you are alone, make 

plans to share Shabbat  with a friend.  

Say the Shema at bedtime.  For parents, try this with 

your kids as a night - time ritual.  To start s mall, 

begin by trying it on Friday nights.  Adults with 

or without children can say it quietly on your 

own, just before you go to sleep.  It can help to 

take a deep breath, and say it quietly and slowly.  

Some people preface the Shema with thoughts 

of forg iveness, forgiving anyone who has hurt 

them  during the day.  Forgiving and saying 

Shema can be a very peaceful and powerful way 

to go to sleep.  

Try saying a blessing before you eat a meal.  Say or 

sing hamotzi , thanking God for bringing forth 

bread from th e earth.  This helps us remember 

that our food is a gift from God, a gift for which 

we should be grateful. Saying a blessing before 

eating might even inspire us to donate food or 

money to those less fortunate.  Saying a blessing 

transforms the simple act o f eating into a holy 

experience.  

School in Israel is in full swing, the banks are back to 

business as usual, and even the landlord finally came 

to fix that drain pipe (of course, it broke again the 

following month).  We read in Ecclesiastes, òTo every-

thin g there is a season.ó  Now that we are òacharei ha -

chagim ,ó this is the season for spiritual change.  Make 

your spiritual To- Do List a priority.  

My list here offers just a few ways you can get started.  

I invite you to think about them, try them, build on 

them, and embrace them.  If you want to talk about 

these suggestions or others, I am available to o ffer 

you guidance and support ñacharei  ha- chagim .

NOTES FROM THE WARɂA JEW IN IRAQ 
As many of you know, Karen Linickõs brother, Col. Michael 

Linick, is currently serving a one - year tour in Iraq.  Michael 

has been keeping his family and friends apprised of his life 

at Camp Victory through notes posted every coup le of 

weeks on Facebook.  In one recent note he spoke of being 

asked to fill a minyan ; in another, Rosh Hashanah.  

August 23, 2009 ñSo . . . there I was (which is how all truly 

good army stories start), when I look up and see the rabbi 

walking into my office .  òColonel,ó says he, òwhat are you 

doing on Saturday, and can I get you to come to the 

Embassy Saturday?ó  So why, you might ask, would I need to 

go to the Embassy with the rabbi?  Well, that's pretty much 

what I asked.  òAnd,ó says he, òSenator Lieberman will be 

here and I want to make sure we'll have a minyan  so we can 

have a full Torah service.ó 

And so, there I was at 0'dark - thirty (which is way earlier 

than 0500 mind you) getting up on a Saturday morning, 

sending my deputy to all of my meetings, and w earing both 

my 30 pounds of personal body armor and several 

tons of vehicular armor ("MRAP (mine resistant 

ambush protected) ñdonõt don't leave FOB (forward 

operating base) without them" ña new addition to 

army stories, but certain to be an enduring hit) rac ing 

through the streets of Baghdad on my way to make 

minyan .  

Arrival was several hours before services, so it was off 

to the DFAC (dining facility) with the three other "Jews 

of Victory Base" (at least the three who could take off 

on Saturday and who didn 't sleep through their alarm 

clocks that day; I am not sure if we could do a full 

"JOVB" calendar, have to see I guess).  A few hours 

later we headed off to the Embassy.  A short walk 

down the road, a little good exercise and chance to 

build up a good schvitz  before services (remember we 

still had our body armor with us .  . . only good way to

Baghdad rang in the 

Jewish New Year with the first rain since I have been here.  The 

weather cooled off ñonly 93 de grees at 1330 today!  The dust 

is crusted over for a while  . . . and not yet mud.  There is a 

light breeze, a touch of humidity.  Almost pleasant.  

As for "Jewish Rites" we had a very nice set of Rosh Hashanah  

services this weekend.   Erev Rosh Hashanah  (Friday evening's 

service) had about 50 people.  We had a diplomat from 

Suriname, an Iraqi Jew, a South American Jew (don't remember 

the country), two or three other civilians from d ifferent 

countries (working in e mbassies or here as contract labor).  

The Rabb i was able to arrange transportation and lodging for 

soldiers, sailors, airmen, and marines from more distant bases 

so we al so had a large military crowd. Amongst the soldiers

were a woman born in Israel and another born in Spain, 

both now serving in the U .S. Army.  Another soldier went to 

Taft High School ñright around the corner from where I 

grew up.  

We have an Orthodox rabbi, so services were very different 

from what I am used to.  Most interesting to me was that 

the rabbi chose to highlight prayers prais ing God.  Very 

little discussion/reflection at all about the New Year or the 

High Holy Days.  Almost like it was just another set of 

Shabbat services.  Very strange.  We did get to hear the 

Shofar  this morning, but all in all a very different 

experience.
