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FROM THE RABBI

I admit that | have been called obsessive-compulsive. | like
things neat, orderly, and in their place. | love to clean out a
closet, arrange things neatly on shelves and in drawers,
throw out items that are no longer in good condition, and
give away things that | think others might find useful. My
system is to put things into three piles: the “keep” pile, the
“discard” pile, and the “give away” pile. Perhaps it is because
of this quality that I look forward to the month of Elul.

During the month of Elul, we clean out the closets we have
been thoughtlessly cluttering up for the past year. We begin
the process of reflection that will continue throughout Rosh
Hashanah and Yom Kippur. Thinking about the past year
and our behavior, we might consider the following: Who have
we helped and who have we hurt? In what situations could
we have acted differently? At what times did we speak when
we could have kept silent, and at what times did we keep
silent when we could have spoken? Have we been true to
ourselves?

Like cleaning out a closet, reflecting on our behavior is not
easy. In fact, it can get rather messy. It is dusty in that
closet, especially way in the back where we have not gone for
a while. It is cumbersome. We come across old clothing that
does not fit anymore, things that don’t look good on us
anymore, and things that are old, torn, or faded. It takes
time and persistence. We need to set aside a specific time to
focus on the task.

Once we decide to focus on the task, it is time to be
honest with ourselves. The behaviors of which we are
most proud go into the “keep” pile; we find a place to
put them neatly on a shelf or in a drawer to be used
throughout the year. These might include love,
compassion, or generosity. Those behaviors which
hurt others go into the “discard” pile; we don’t need
them anymore, and we certainly don’t want to pass
them on to anyone else. These might include
Perhaps there are

other things for the “give away” pile; these are the

resentment, jealousy, or anger.

things we want to tell people, offer them, or give them
as gifts. Things we have been holding onto, knowing
they would be better used if only we shared them with
someone else. These can be the most difficult of all -
an apology, an expression of love, or a display of
affection.

Once we begin to reflect and clean out, we might even
find that we feel better afterward. With our unwanted
behaviors either returned to storage, ready to throw
away, or ready to be given away, we emerge with a
strong sense of hope. Whether you are obsessive-
compulsive, or prefer things a little more scattered,
going through the past year offers hope that the new
year will bring strength, healing, and peace.
